The Hudson Valley Horrors Debut Women’s Roller Derby In Inaugural Bout  

On Sunday, June 17th, 2007 at 7:00PM the Hudson Valley Horrors will host the area’s first ever 
roller derby competition when they battle Pioneer Valley’s Western Mass Destruction. Held at 
Roller Magic in Hyde Park, this event will mark the Hudson Valley premiere of women’s flat-
track roller derby. In unique tribute to Father’s Day, this inaugural bout billed “Who’s Your 
Daddy?” promises all the short-skirted thrills, spills and punishing, action-packed glory of 
contemporary women’s roller derby.  

The bout will consist of sixty-minutes of play, divided into two, thirty-minute periods. Halftime 
entertainment will be provided by Energy Hip Hop Dance Troupe, and pre-game live music 
will be provided by punk rock band Buck-it. General admission tickets are available in advance 
for $13 or at the door for $15. VIP tickets for rink-seating are $20, and limited box seats 
directly behind the Hudson Valley Horror’s bench are available for $25.  Tickets can be 
purchased at www.brownpapertickets.com/event/16031. 

The Hudson Valley Horrors began skating in June 2006 and are the area’s only women’s flat-
track roller derby league.
